Our parish’s mission rests on collaborating with Grace to establish the Kingdom of God. We do
this through the celebration of the Eucharist at Mass each day, Eucharistic Adoration, evangelization
programs, adult education, the Parish Religious Education Program (PREP) and the Sacrament of
Reconciliation.

This
summer we are initiating a summer camp called Camp Cornelius. We can proudly boast that our 7%/8"
Grade Boys Basketball team is the current CYO Champions for the Archdiocese of Philadelphia and
these young athletes lost by only two points in the state final!
